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Our group will be staying in a local church.  Usually, groups stay at Global Ministries Christian Church, which is a church family that TBPM has partnered with since the beginning 15 years ago.  They have different rooms for guys and girls to sleep in, as well as rooms to eat and meet in.  The staff team will be sleeping over in the church with our group.

As far as what the weekend may look like, TBPM does a combination of service projects and learning activities.  Service projects depend on what the needs are at the time - they may include doing home repair projects for local families, working with local churches or community organizations, or many other things.  Since they are grounded in their community, they try to be responsive to the needs and have the teams serve where most needed.  We should know more specifics 2-3 weeks before our trip.

Our learning activities include an introduction to TBP ministry and neighborhood when you arrive, morning devotionals led by the staff, creative teaching time Saturday night, and attending the local church on Sunday, plus a couple of discussion times throughout.  Our hope is to help youth process their experiences while they are here.
